Rules and Regulations:

· All entries must be received by 5pm on Friday the 15th of December 2017. Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the organisers.
· The event is open to Division 3 players on a first come first serve basis up to 16 players
· The entry fees are £6 per player. Please accompany the entry form with cash or a cheque made payable to ‘AU Table Tennis Club’. Payment by cash is preferred if possible.
· Any player wishing to withdraw after having entered should contact Donald or Gregor (details overleaf) as soon as possible.
· Play will be in accordance with the current ITTF rules.
· The event will consist of at least one set of Group matches followed by knockout stages. Initial group matches will be self umpired to allow maximum playing time. Group winner will progress to KO stages based on number of wins & direct match results.
· Regulation clothing must be worn during matches. The main colour of a shirt, skirt, shorts shall be clearly different from the 40mm white ball in use. Clean rubber or similar soled (not black) footwear must be used.
· One surface of the bat must be red and the other black.
· Each match is played to best of 5 sets and each set is up to 11 points with two serves each in turn. If both players are tied at 10-10, the player to win the set is the first to gain a 2 point advantage. From 10-10 onwards, both players get one serve each in turn. Matches may be played best of 3 should time become a factor in getting all matches played, particularly in ‘plate’ competition
· All entrants are guaranteed a minimum of 4 singles matches.
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
