ANNUAL REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Chairman’s Report to the 2015 AGM

Welcome to the 2015 Annual General Meeting of the Cambridgeshire Table Tennis Association. Thanks to the Executive Committee for their efforts throughout the 2014/15 season. As usual we’ve held four meetings, at Haddenham Social Club and in the main they have been reasonably well attended, although there has been no representative or report from Peterborough at any meeting.I would ask all member Leagues to make sure that at least one of your two representatives makes the effort to get to these meetings. It has been particularly encouraging to hear the changes and improvements with the new venue at Wisbech during the season.

The Cambridgeshire Closed Tournament was held on Saturday 18th April at The Neale Wade Sports Centre in March, after being hastily re-arranged due to originally being scheduled for the same day as a Senior British League day, which was pointed out to us by the senior players at the start of February. It maybe that it was a day that changed table tennis in Cambridgeshire as for the first time in years, we had junior players taking both the Men’s and Ladies Singles titles. At last, we have players that cannot only take on the seniors, but actually beat them. Of course Adam Jepson has been knocking at the door for a number of seasons, but his thrilling five set win over last year’s Champion Daniel Fielding, showed maturity beyond his years. Couple that with Charlotte Boston’s success in the Ladies Singles over fellow Cadet and Junior Georgina Lister, and it appears the future is looking rosy. Thanks to Brian Freer who collated the entries and to Keith Richardson and Mick Harper for running the tournament so splendidly on the day. Despite the re-arrangement of the date, and possibly the lack of entries from certain areas, I felt the day was once again a successful one and thanks should also go to Steve Mason and March TTA for their support with the event. 

It is great to see that our juniors and Cadets have been successful in national and schools tournaments, culminating with international recognition for Charlotte Boston and Sam Chesterman in their respective age groups.

Once again we have continued to encourage our teams playing in the TTE County Championships at all levels, and we have to thank Roger Fensom and Rod Hatton for the Veterans and Over 60’s, and Hugo Brown with the juniors and Cadets for the amazing amount of time and effort they dedicate to their teams. It is hoped that Mick Harper will be available to help Hugo (depending on dates) with the Cadets and juniors as teams will be playing at different venues on the same day next season.  

Due to some complaints, it was necessary to remind our County players and supporters of our code of conduct during the season, and I’d like to make it clear that we will not tolerate any poor sportsmanship or any lack of respect for our opposition, our officials, volunteer helpers or team-mates. I forwarded this on to all member Leagues and this was well received.


I have already spoken to a number of you, regarding a proposed senior event that I plan to arrange with the help of Phil Morris, at the new Burwell Sports Centre facility on Sunday 6th September 2015.
I would like to see an invitation event for the top male and female players in the county to attend, which will act as a ranking tournament, but also to test the facility with a view to using it for future County tournaments.  Phil has managed to negotiate a good price for that day, and more details will follow soon. If we promote the event correctly, I hope we can raise the profile of table tennis within our county. 

Finally I thank all of you here today for the time and effort you put in to promote our sport with your clubs, leagues and our county.

I have a couple of other young girls, but they are true beginners and will struggle at County level. 
VP gave exceptional congratulations on behalf of the County to Hugo and the cadet team for gaining promotion to the Premier Division.
Juniors

Cambs 1 fished a very close 2nd to Norfolk, but sadly missed out on promotion for the 2nd season in a row with a 6-4 defeat against the top team. Sadly, Adam Jepson was unable to play in the first set of matches, which included the 6-4 defeat to Norfolk. His place was ably deputised by Sam Chesterman, who was on fire that day beating all comers, including the highly ranked Oscar Moyes. It was a shame we didn’t get to see them both play in the same team. Both Adam Jepson & Ben Brown will be aged out next season, but we have a strong contingent of boy and girls at this level for another 3 seasons at least, so promotion will come either next year or the following year.

The 2nd team showed our strength in depth finishing 3rd in the same division, only being beaten by Norfolk and Cambs 1.
HB made the point that currently he supports all 4 teams in terms of coaching and match attendance. Going forward he will definitely need help when Cadets 1st & 2nd play on the same day at different venues next year. Treasurer’s Report (BF)

BF presented the figures for the 2014/201 season. The affiliation fees were similar to the previous year. The County expenses for the Junior/ Cadet and Senior Teams had decreased this year whilst the Vets and Over 60s had increased due to the large numbers of teams and travel required. The profit made from the County Tournament held at March was £395. It was noted that the money raised from the sale of food and drink was very poor (about £35) with people bringing in their own. Thanks to Carol Livermore for all her hard efforts with this. Thanks to TAS who did an excellent job with the raffle which raised about £60. The accounts for the last two years had not been audited. A question was raised as to whether this was necessary or not and the general consensus was ‘yes’ ACTION BF to talk to BP about the accounts
