What type of club are we?

	The Draycott & Long Eaton Table Tennis Club is a self sufficient Club with their own premises that caters for all areas of table tennis from Beginners through to International Standard. 
The Club has representative teams is SBL, WBL, JBL, NCL and NJL plus has 18 Local League teams and also runs a very successful Over 50’s section. 
The Club has a strong Junior Section with a clear pathway from Beginners level through Advanced and Elite level leading to NCL, NJL and JBL and then in Senior / Women’s British League if the player reaches the required standard.
The Club also hosts a number of tournaments including Local Tournaments - British League - County Matches - Midland League and tournaments for the BTTAD Disability organisation.

	1.  Larger premises (only have an 8 court size venue and 11 table in total)
2.  Better contacts with local Schools
3.  More coaches that are retired and can operate in the daytime

The Club has a high percentage (65%) of Veterans players (Over 40) as it has very successful Over 50’s Club that boasts over 60 members.
The Erewash area has a very low ethnic minority and the Club’s10% of members who are from an ethnic background is well above this figure
The Club however could have a better representation of disabled players but it does have many players who are well into their 60’s and 70’s and even a few in their 80’s that regularly play at the Club

	The Club could target Disability organisations such as “Umbrella” which supports families in the Derbyshire Area
The has also supported the qualification of two female coaches in the last couple of years
