· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them.

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials.

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Never force your child to take part in sport.

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

· Publicly accept officials' judgements.

· Support your child's involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.

· Use correct and proper language at all times.

· Encourage and guide performers to accept responsibility for their own performance and behaviour.

· Establish a good positive relationship with the Coach or coaches to provide the best possible balance between table tennis, education and home life 

· Encourage your child to take responsibility for their own safety

· Remember when attending a competition your role is as a supporter so allow space for the coach to work with your child
