Notes for the season 2021/2022

Matches

Games will be played in Warden Park School’s sports hall. Games are best of 5, each set

being first to 11, and a player must be 2 clear points ahead. Each player makes 2 serves

alternately unless it reaches 10 all, when serves swap each point until a player is 2 points

ahead. 2021/22 season's new points scoring system will be 1 point per match, a total of 9

points per fixture.

Fixtures to start by 7.30pm on Wednesday evenings.

Re-arranged matches

If a team is unable to field a team they can re-arrange a game if the opposing team captain is

in agreement. This must be agreed with the club secretary prior to the original fixture date.

Re-arranged matches should normally be played on a Sunday evening starting at 5.30pm.

Score cards

Home team to supply the score card for the evening, The completed score card for all

divisions should be placed in the box at the entrance to the sports hall at the end of the

evening. Failing this it must be returned to Matthew Caddy within 48 hours. Failure to return

a score card may incur a fine or loss of points. Blank score cards can be printed from web

site.

Player regulations

If a team arrives more than 15 mins after the scheduled start time they will be deemed as

having not appeared as will any individual player arriving after 8.15pm. If a team’s players

delay the commencement of a match 15 min’s after the scheduled start time, they shall forfeit

to any sets outstanding at 10.00pm. Players should not wear White shirts or shorts. No

phone calls to be made within a court whilst play is in progress. Players may play for other

teams in their division or the division above.

Captain’s duties

All captains will be contacted at the start of the season with detailed instructions regarding

their duties. They need to ensure they field a team each week and to seek spare player if

short. It is their responsibility to liaise with other team captains to resolve any issues.

Practice at Warden Park

The sports hall is available for practice throughout the season on Sunday evenings from

6.40pm to 8.30pm for both league and non-league players.  **Monday evenings from 8pm to

10pm



Code of Conduct
Table tennis is a fun sport and should be enjoyed by all who play.  To help
everyone play to the best of their ability could we all please adhere to a few
common courtesies as detailed below:

● Table tennis is a competitive game but it’s important we don’t allow
frustrations to boil over.  Juniors play alongside adults which makes it
vital that players keep their temper in check and set an example of
sportsmanship at all times.

● Do not leave or re-enter your court during a set unless in an
emergency.

● When waiting to re-enter your court, don’t stand directly behind a
player.

● Whilst watching do not talk whilst play is in progress.

● Do not call a let for your neighbours. If your ball goes into their court it
is their call.

● Do not jump over the barriers.

● If you need to make or receive a phone call please wait for a break in
play and leave the hall.

● Umpires should act neutral and umpiring should be shared equally
between all players. Please be patient with junior umpires – we all had
to learn how to umpire at some point.

● Do not swear.

Covid 19 - Principles of Return
This is subject to change at short notice dependent on Government and TTE
guidance.

● If you are showing coronavirus symptoms, or any of your household are
self-isolating, you must stay at home and not use our facilities .

● Table tennis etiquette, which requires contact (shaking / slapping hands
etc.) must be suspended for the time being.

● No doubles play, only singles.

● Players should arrive between 7.05pm and 7:20pm upon arrival at the hall
you will receive directions from the committee member in charge. He will
either direct you to your table or if it's not yet ready you will be asked to
temporarily wait in a safe zone socially distanced from others.  After each
game the ball should be wiped over with a disinfectant wipe.

● Upon completion of your game please remove the net, wipe down the table
surface with the cleaning products supplied within your court, and leave
the table in place for committee members (or nominated players) to put
away at the close of the evening's play.

● While sanitiser is available on the front desk, players should bring their own
as a backup.

● Players own drinks bottles /towels and bags to be kept in court and taken
away at the end of the session.

● Matches to start promptly by 7:30pm, without further "knocking up".

● Recommended face masks to be worn when not playing and by anyone
else that enters the facility that is not playing, i.e. parent/carer.
