[bookmark: _GoBack]North Middlesex Tournament Regulations – 2019
Saturday 13th & Sunday 14th April 2019

The NMTTL tournament will be held on at Ellenborough Table Tennis Club (www.ellenboroughttc.com), Craddock Road, Enfield, EN1 3SP. Travel directions are: from the A10 (Great Cambridge Road), proceed along Southbury Road. Turn right into Craddock Road and go straight across Sketty Road. Continue up the narrow winding track to the club entrance, which is situated on the left. Parking is available in the car parks provided.  There is a good bus service from Ponders End and from Enfield Town. There is also the nearby National Rail line to Enfield Town.  


1. In order for the tournament to run to schedule, all players are asked to return score sheets, etc, to the control desk after their matches and to assist with the umpiring of matches.
2. Please ensure you arrive at least 15 minutes before the start time of your first event and sign-in at the tournament desk. Turning up late could mean you miss an event (Time of first match will be sent to entrants by email or text by Monday 8th April 2019).

3. Event 3: Open to all Minor Singles (Beginner/Intermediate). This event is aimed at players of a standard no higher than Division 3 of the NMTT League.

4. Events for Sunday 14th April: for players who are registered with the NMTT League. 
5. Entrants for event 1 (U 13) must be born after 1st January 2006.
6. Entrants for event 2 (U 18) must be born after 1st January 2001.
7. Entrants for event 7 (Over 50 Singles) must be born before 1st January 1969.

8. Gluing up must not take place in the Lounge or Playing Hall. All competitors must abide by the ETTA regulations on “Harmful Adhesives.” ETTA & ITTF Rules & Regulations shall apply. 
9. Proper TT clothing must be worn and no part of a tracksuit shall be worn during match play.
10. The decision of the Referee appointed by the Executive Committee shall be final in all cases. 
11. The minimum entry for events shall be eight. No entries will be accepted on the day.

12. The closing date for entries is:  Tuesday 2nd April 2019. 
13. Event 5, all entrants of the Open to All Hard Bat Singles, must use a hard bat provided by the tournament organisers.
14. All winners & runners up will receive individual trophies.
15. All entrants to the tournament are asked to behave in an adult manner and to treat all other entrants and the organisers will respect at all times. The Organisers will be there to help you if you have a query or problem during your time at the tournament.
