Minutes of the Warwickshire Executive Committee Meeting held on Tuesday 21 May 2013, at Kenilworth Wardens Cricket Club

MM reported that Adrian Pilgrim had submitted a bill for £100 for coaching cadets at an evening session before and during the County weekend.  MM had had to pay this.  However it was agreed that:

“In future no payment will be made for captaining county championship teams other than reasonable out of pocket expenses.”

Agreed to recommend to AGM:

8. National Councillor’s report
