REGULATIONS
1. TTE Tournament Regulations apply for this tournament

2. No player shall be eligible for this tournament unless he or she has played at least 4 matches organised and controlled by the League prior to the closing date. This requirement does not apply to Juniors, Cadets and Under 13’s entering these age related events provided they reside in the area of Wirral Borough Council or are registered with a Club participating in the Wirral League.
3. Where possible events will be run on a group system. Otherwise events shall be on a knockout basis. The result to be obtained by playing the best of 5 games.   All games shall be 11 up.
4. The Handicap Singles will be best of 3 games and will be 21 up. Handicaps will be determined halfway through the season by the Tournament and Fixture Secretary.
5. In the event of a tie within any group the final positions shall be determined by applying the TTE Tournament Regulations. A copy of these regulations will be on display at the Tournament.

6. Events with less than 6 entries may be subject to cancellation or merger, if appropriate, by the Tournament Committee.

7. All matches to be controlled by an umpire whose decision shall be final on a point of fact.

8. White balls will be used. A yellow ball can be used where both players agree.

9. All players shall be prepared to play when indicated. Players absent when called upon shall be scratched.

10. No player may be permitted to substitute another player in his or her stead.

11. Competitors in the Junior event must have been born after 1st January 2000, Cadet event after 1st January 2003 and Under 13 event after 1st January 2005.

12. Entrants in over 40s events must be 40 years of age or over on 1st January 2018. Entrants in the over 55 event must have attained the appropriate age before the date of the tournament. 

13. All losing players are expected to umpire the next match on their vacated table.

14. TTE rules on gluing will be enforced.

15. In the event of any questions or query arising, not provided for in these Regulations, or any dispute in the interpretation thereof, the decision of the Referee shall be binding.

16. The Semi Finals of event 1 and Finals of events 1, 2, 3, 4, 7, 8 and 9 (unless completed on a single group basis) will be played on Monday 14th May at New Ferry Village Hall commencing at 7pm. Spectators are very welcome.

17. If the entry is high the organisers reserve the right to restrict the number of events players can enter.

18. FINAL DATE OF RECEIPT OF ENTRIES IS 12 NOON MONDAY 30th April 2018. The draw will be made on that day.

19. Each entrant will receive an acknowledgement of entry, either be email, text or post on receipt of a stamped addressed envelope.
