6.2 York Closed

· Entry form and information to be produced by November.

· Seedings: Proposal that we have fewer seeds to be considered. 1v4, 2v3 to be retained (rather than 1v3or4, 2v3or4). 

· Handicap competitions overran so will look to reduce to 31-up.
· 86 players in 2017, increasing from 70 in 2016 and 64 in 2015. May need to move invitation tournament to a different weekend and could build into 90th anniversary celebrations.

· Raffle v Tombola: Decision to be made what to do in 2018.
