5. Eligibility to play in York Closed
Some points for consideration and discussion:
- It is a closed tournament so there should be some restrictions (not enough to be registered with a York club and not play any league matches).
- We allow Millthorpe players and those who are members of clubs (juniors and adults) to enter even though they do not play in the league, which we agree is correct, but should we restrict this to those who do not play in another league? This would exclude Sarah Langhorn, Rachel Turner, Matthew Lowe.
- Should we allow those who leave the area to attend university but still have connections with York clubs (e.g. James Rule) to enter? 
- Other leagues: Milton Keynes 4 matches, Bristol 4 matches in current and previous season, Southampton 7 matches by closing date except juniors affiliated to a club.
- Proposal: Divisional Singles: Must play 2 matches before closing date (as now). Other events: Currently no restriction. Players who also play in another league must play 5 matches before closing date or 5 in the previous season. (Is 5 matches too many? Should we allow some discretion?).

Suggestions from David Atkinson:
Rules: Same as Management Committee so we can discard this Committee. 

Finance: Six members of Management Committee. Discard and transfer responsibility to Management Committee.
