"Ping Pong", otherwise known as "sandpaper table tennis" or sometimes "hardbat table tennis" returns to old fashioned equipment, using sandpaper instead of a soft, grippy rubber on bats. The scoring system is also different - games are played up to 15 points with a "sudden death" point at 14-all. Rallies tend to be longer and significantly reduced spin is a great leveller.
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ADTTA Sandpaper Bat Tournament is part of an official selection process for World Championship of Ping Pong. Scottish National Qualifier for WCPP will take place in Dundee on 21st December and 4 top players from ADTTA have guaranteed place there. The winner of the main draw in Dundee will qualify for the World Championships of Ping Pong in London. If sufficient numbers are achieved, the runner-up will also qualify.

8. All competitors must report to the top table on arrival. 

9. The referee’s decision shall be final on a point of law and on any question arising not provided for in these regulations, or in any dispute as to the interpretation thereof.
