TOURNAMENT REGULATIONS

1. Every entrant must be affiliated to a registered club participating in the Northumbria League, Tynedale League or a member of any school in Newcastle, North Tyneside or Northumberland.

2. Table Tennis England Tournament Regulations apply to this tournament.

3. Completion and submission of this entry form signifies agreement by the entrant to the conditions of the competition.

4. All competitors WILL BE REQUIRED to umpire games.

5. All matches will be the best of five games except the Handicap which will be 21 up, best of three games.  Events will be organised on a group basis wherever possible, with the exception of the doubles.

6. The referee’s decision will be final on points of law and on any question arising not provided for in these regulations, or in any dispute as to the interpretation thereof.  Decisions on points of fact by an umpire appointed by the Referee shall be final.

7. The order of play shall be decided by the Referee but will commence with the Doubles.  All competitors must report to the control table on arrival and must not leave the venue without permission of the Referee.

8. Competitors must wear rubber soled shoes and clothing which comply with Table Tennis England Tournament Regulations.

9. Any member taking part in gambling, other than participating in any lottery or similar competition conducted by or with the permission of the Organising Committee, shall be liable to disqualification.

10. Graded singles event is restricted to players of either sex who have played in at least 2 matches in the Northumbria Winter League in season 2019/20 EXCLUDING those whose NTTA grading at 1st February 2020 is over 300.  The event will be divided into separate categories at the discretion of the Referee after taking into account the number of players entered and their grading’s at 1st February 2020.
11. Open singles event is open to all men and women.
12. Competitors in the Veterans Singles must have been born before 1st January 1980.
13. Competitors in the Over 60s Singles must have been born before 1st January 1960.
14. Rackets:  The surface of one side of the racket shall be bright red and the surface on the other side shall be black, whether or not both sides are used for striking the ball. Only ITTF approved rubbers may be used.
15. Handicap Singles: Open to men and women who have played at least 2 matches in the Northumbria League. Handicaps will be allocated for each match based on the NTTA grading’s as at 1st February, 2020. Matches will be 21 up, best of 3 games
16. If it is necessary to restrict entries, this will be done on a ‘last in’ ‘first out’ basis.  The Referee reserves the right to cancel any event. If necessary semi finals and finals may be staged on another date.
17. In the event that the competition is not concluded, any outstanding matches will be played at a venue and date set by the Organising Committee.
18. ‘Time Outs’ will be allowed in this tournament.

19. The referee and any qualified umpire will operate the system of red and yellow cards in respect of behaviour of competitors.
20. Anyone wishing to take photos or video must register their intent with the event organiser 
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
